Preparation for the Baptism of Infants at
St Joseph’s, Nambour is as Follows

Meeting with the Parish Priest—phone 5490 6805 for an
appointment, your details will be taken when you phone to be provided
to the Priest or Deacon. The enrolment enquiry is via the Parish Website.

The Preparation Session: Parents will then attend one of our monthly
meetings. These are held on the first Monday of each month at 5:30pm
in the Parish Centre. Godparents are also encouraged to attend this
preparation Session. (Please note that one of your chosen Godparents must

be Catholic.) Children are most welcome to attend with you.

Presentation: This usually takes place the week prior to Baptism, during
one of the weekend Masses (either Saturday at 6:00pm, Sunday 8:00am).

Alternatively, Presentation may be on the Baptism day.

The process is simple: during Mass, a parishioner will speak from the
microphone and invite you to bring your child up to the Altar. The Priest
will say a few words to you—he will possibly say “What Christian name have
you given to your child? (and you simply respond with the child’s name),
and ‘what do you ask of the Church for this child?” (and you respond with
‘Baptism’ or ‘Faith’). You will be presented with a candle, the congregation
will welcome you with applause, and you then return to your seat.

ds parents. Step 4. The day of Baptism: Baptism is celebrated during either 6pm

Saturday, 8:00am Sunday Mass. Your time and date of Baptism will be
confirmed upon the completion of your enrolment administration.
You will be presented with a certificate of Baptism for your child’s records.
